Transportation options to IIASA

1. Schlossplatz 1, 2361 Laxenburg.

1. By bus from Vienna (most straightforward)

1. Get to Wien Hauptbahnhof (Vienna Central Station).
If you're on the U-Bahn, take U1 to “Sldtiroler Platz/Hauptbahnhof.” Follow signs to
the Bus Terminal.

2. Go to platform N2 at the bus terminal. Board regional bus 200 (direction Laxenburg
or Eisenstadt). Buses run roughly every 30 minutes.

3. Ride ~30-35 minutes to “Laxenburg Franz-Josefs-Platz.”

4. Walk 5-10 minutes to IIASA: from Franz-Josefs-Platz, follow Wiener StraBe to the
park entrance and continue to Schlossplatz 1 (signs for Schloss
Laxenburg/Schlosspark).

Tickets: You can buy from OBB/VOR machines or apps; Vienna—Laxenburg is a regional VOR
bus fare.

2. By train from Vienna

1. S-Bahn/OBB train to Médling Bahnhof

2. Take bus 215 to Laxenburg Franz-Josefs-Platz (~17-20 min).

3. Walk 5-10 minutes to IIASA: from Franz-Josefs-Platz, follow Wiener StraBe to the
park entrance and continue to Schlossplatz 1 (signs for Schloss
Laxenburg/Schlosspark).

Tickets: You can buy from OBB/VOR machines or apps; Médling—Laxenburg is a regional
VOR bus fare.

3. By car from Vienna

1. Head south on the A2 (E59) towards Graz.

2. Exit at “Wiener Neudorf (Wr. Neudorf).”

3. Follow the signs to Laxenburg

4. Parking: Free parking area at Schlossplatz 2
(Lederleitner parking area, next to the Castle)
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
